Submissions must satisfy the theme 
and be accompanied by two 2” X 3.5’’ typed cards, indicating the title, artist/photographer, medium and  price.  All 2-D 

pieces MUST be framed and wired for hanging. Items may not exceed 20 pounds or be larger than six square feet.  

Artists keep 90% of their sale proceeds.   Best in Show recognition.  

Registration deadline is October 1. Register early- limited to 40 artists on a first come, first served basis.

Opening Reception & Show:  Thursday, October 5 from 6:30-8:00 

Exhibit Ends Sunday, October 29 

Organizers may refuse any inappropriate work. All art work  must be framed and wired. It is expected that pieces are self insured. By their 

signature, artists  exempt the Centre, Pocket Square Productions and the Friends and their affiliates from all liability with regard to 

the transportation, storage or display  of their works.
